Trade Waste

The amount of building rubble that will be
collected, including soil and bricks, is limited to
0.25 cubic metres. This material must be
bagged with each bag to weigh no more than
16kg. Bags that will not split when they are
lifted must be used. The amount of carpet that
will be collected is limited to 1 cubic metre.
Individual pieces should not be too heavy for
lifting onto a truck by two people. The amount
of all other building material, including timber
and guttering, is limited to 0.5 cubic metres.

Refrigerators, Freezers

and Trunks

For safety reasons, before placing any
refrigerator, freezer or trunk with the capacity of
40 litres or more on the nature strip, first
remove every door, lock, catch or hinge,
otherwise render every door and lid incapable of
being fastened. Any cords or hoses should also
be removed.

The following material WILL NOT

be collected:

Paint tins
Broken glass, asbestos or ashes
Commercial or business waste

Cardboard or other recyclables. These can
be put out for recycling every two weeks in
your recycling bin

Items too heavy for easy lifting onto a truck
by two people

Engine blocks, car batteries, tyres and car
body parts or any other car parts

Chemicals or liquids, including engine oil
Gas cylinders

Vegetable matter

Loose rubble

Fencing Wire

Normal garbage collection days
remain unchanged.

How to use this Service

This is a free service and is an opportunity for
residents to dispose of unwanted hard and green
waste items.

Please leave items out on the nature strip neatly so
they do not obstruct the footpath or road. Residents
are encouraged to separate hard waste from
‘reusable’ and ‘recyclable’ items and place them into
two neat piles ready for collection.

ltems should fit within an area of 2 metres wide by
2 metres deep and stand no more than a metre high
(4m3). Items must be able to be easily lifted onto a
truck by two people.

Examples of collectable recyclable

and re-usable items include:

e Bicycles

o Small steel appliances / goods
o White goods

e Lawn mowers

o Steel hot water cylinders

e Car / truck rims (without tyres)
