· To provide advice and assistance to Council on access issues, in particular in the implementation of the Disability Discrimination Act 1992.
· Undertake regular evaluation of access issues in public areas.
The Committee will endeavour to achieve its aims through the following:

· Being a point of consultation on issues regarding Council activities and projects and how they impact on the access needs of the community.
· Identifying and advising Council and others of access issues in Kingborough.
· Providing feedback and suggestions on relevant Development Applications to ensure best practice access is considered.
The Committee has undertaken a number of access initiatives including:

· Production of the ‘Building an Accessible Home’ brochure.
· Implementing a ‘scooter recharge point’ scheme to be further promoted throughout the area.
· Recommendations for improved access conditions at commercial premises in the municipality.
The Committee advocates for access considerations to be at the forefront of building developments and improvements.
Committee meetings are usually held Wednesday 2.00 p.m. on a bi-monthly basis at the Council Civic Centre, 15 Channel Highway, Kingston.

Meetings are usually held on a Wednesday every second month – Feb/April/June/August/October/December
